We are excited to inform you that we have been invited to participate in the “Roots of Empathy” [ROE].  This program teaches children more about their own feelings, and the feelings of others.  Once every two to three weeks, baby ______________ and his/her parents will visit the classroom.
A trained [ROE] Instructor, Mme. V., will gather children around green blanket and together they will watch baby grow throughout the year.  The children predict and cheer when our ROE baby reaches the ‘developmental milestones’ of the next year: He can hold his head up!”, He plays with his toes!”, “He can roll over!”, “He got his first tooth!”, “He can sit up!”, “He can crawl!”
Mme. V. will also coach the children in how to observe the baby and to read cues from the baby on his feelings:  “Is the baby happy or sad?”, “How can you tell?”.  We also use those discussions to help the students start to share their own emotions and to understand how their classmates feel: “Do you smile when you’re happy?”, “How can you tell if your friend is sad?”  That ability to understand how other people are feeling is called empathy.  Mme. V. also visits the class before and after each Family Visit to prepare and reinforce learning with specialized lesson plans developed for each visit.

For many years, thousands of children are learning to respect and care for one another with lessons started through their Roots of Empathy baby.  It is also a wonderful extension to the Health Program too.
